Classroom Expectations

1. Respect your classmates, your teacher, and your school.

Other Expectations:

Walking in the hallways: Students will walk on the right side of the hallway to help with traffic. Students will walk in a single file line without talking. 
Announcements over the intercom: Students will FREEZE and listen until the entire announcement is over.
